This morning, | was trying to find a topic for my section, and | started reading several newspapers. While |
was reading, | found something that was hard to believe. "The news said: "Family mother is being pun-
ished for educating her son at home with Christian values" this is the story of a mother in Brazil, who de-
cided to educate her 12-yearold son at home, due to the coronavirus pandemic and the closure of the
public schools in 2020. When schools reopened in March 2021, the mother continued to educate her son
at home due to poor training in public education. Given this fact, the prosecution opened a process for
not wanting to enroll her son in the school system and fined her $300, plus a penalty of 20 dollars a day
until she enrolls her son in public school. Personally, it seems incredible to me how the government pun-
ishes people who want to educate children on ethical and moral bases and do not do so with families who
take children through the world of mediocrity, vagrancy, violence, perdition. What future awaits us if we
continue in that path, | cannot imagine it. It seems that what used to be normal, now it’s not. And what
was abnormal in society became normal. Unbelievable but true.

Small solution. Let us do our part, working in God’s way; being faithful to God and not to a regime.

Reflection

The previous Sunday the gospel had presented us with the reluctant and painful process experienced by
Peter in the middle of the lake. Jesus spoke to him of his little faith, and of his doubt. Today's gospel, on
the contrary, presents a radiant picture. The courageous faith of a Canaanite woman, which Jesus recog-
nizes and offers healing of her daughter. Matthew prefers to call her Canaanite and not Siro Phoenician as
Mark does; to make us feel more the greatness of Jesus granting her desire of healing and because of the
derogatory stance in which Canaanites were viewed. In fact, the Canaanite people are remembered in the
Old Testament as confused and idolatrous people. The people of Israel considered the Canaanites as
primitive and brute, especially for losing the traditions of Israel and for the worship offered to Baal (one
of the false gods, whom the Hebrews worshipped on some occasions when they moved away from their
God).

Question: In relation to the two gospels: is your faith more like the faith of Peter or the faith of the Ca-
naanite woman?
