Reflection

Not forgiving the other, is a clear indication of the interruption of communication with God, who is the
source of forgiveness. We know that in our own way it is almost impossible to forgive, the best way to do it
is through God who teaches us the best way to forgive and that is through love. Those who do not have
love in their hearts, find it harder to forgive. When one forgives; it sets you free from suffering, from an-
guish, and even from bodily and spiritual pain. In forgiveness there is health for the soul and body; that is
why it is important to forgive others and ourselves.

On some occasions, you have heard me say: "do not rent time or space in your mind to what happened or
did not happen, to what they told you or did not tell you, to what you expected and did not arrive, or you
did not expect from others, and it came to you. Rather, take advantage of that time to do productive things
for the soul, for others and for God.”
