Words from Fabio

Reflection

Lent is a journey that leads us to Easter, passing through the cross. On the first Sunday we
contemplate the temptations; now, on the second, the Church gives us a preview of glory. Before
speaking of suffering, God shows us the light through the passage of the Transfiguration of the Lord.
In this gospel, Jesus takes Peter, James and John as His witnesses to a high mountain, called Mount
Tabor, and there He is transfigured before them: His face shines like the sun, and His garments
become white as light. Moses and Elijah appear, talking with Him, and a voice from heaven says,
“This is My beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased; listen to Him.”

The Transfiguration in Matthew 17:1-9 is an experience of deep encounter with Jesus. The disciples,
amazed, want to stay there: Lord, it is good that we are here. That phrase reflects our desire to
remain in moments of spiritual comfort when we feel peace, clarity, or joy in faith. However, Jesus
does not let them stay on the mountain; they must go down and continue the journey to Jerusalem,
where the cross awaits Him, showing that the mission must go on - a mission where pain and
suffering will be present, but with the hope that something greater will come, and that is eternal
peace with God, who is the fullness of light.

This passage teaches us three important things:

1. We must climb the mountain: That is, seek moments of prayer, silence, and encounter with God.
Amid our routines, the "mountain” can be the Eucharist, adoration, reading the Word.

2. Listen to Jesus: The voice of the Father does not say "admire him," but "listen to him." Lent is a
privileged time to fine-tune ear of the heart and let ourselves be guided by His Word.

3. Glory comes through the cross: The light of the Transfiguration strengthens the disciples for
when they see Jesus suffer. We also need to remember that after sacrifice comes resurrection, and
resurrection is accompanied by the Divine light (God).

Reflexion

La Cuaresma es un camino que nos conduce hacia la Pascua, pasando por la cruz. En el primer domingo
contemplamos las tentaciones; ahora, en el segundo, la Iglesia nos regala un anticipo de la gloria. Antes
de hablar del sufrimiento, Dios nos muestra la luz a través del pasaje de la Transfiguracion del Sefior. En
este evangelio, Jesus lleva a Pedro, Santiago y Juan como sus testigos a un monte alto, llamado el
Monte Tabor, y alli se transfigura delante de ellos: Su rostro brilla como el sol y Sus vestiduras se
vuelven blancas como la luz. Aparecen Moisés y Elias conversando con El, y una voz del cielo dice: “Este

es mi Hijo amado, en quien me complazco; escuchenlo.”

La Transfiguracion en Mateo 17,1-9 es una experiencia de encuentro profundo con Jesus. Los
discipulos, asombrados, quieren quedarse alli: Sefior, qué bien se esta aqui. Esa frase refleja nuestro
deseo de permanecer en los momentos de consuelo espiritual cuando sentimos paz, claridad, o alegria
en la fe. Sin embargo, Jesus no los deja quedarse en el monte; deben bajar y continuar el camino hacia
Jerusalén, donde lo espera la cruz, mostrando que la misién debe de seguir - una misidon donde el dolor
y sufrimiento estaran presentes, pero con la esperanza de que vendra algo mas grande, y eso es la paz
eterna junto a Dios, quien es la luz plena.

Este pasaje nos ensefia tres cosas importantes:
1. Necesitamos subir al monte: Es decir, buscar momentos de oracion, silencio, y encuentro con Dios.

2. Escuchar a Jesus: La voz del Padre no dice “admirenlo”, sino “escichenlo”. La Cuaresma es un tiempo
privilegiado para afinar el oido del corazén y dejarnos guiar por su Palabra.

The Archbishop and Bishops of Atlanta have announced that the Sacrament of Confirmation will now take place in
6th grade. We will offer 2 Confirmation classes:

A. Grades 6 —8
B. Grades 9-12

To be eligible for the Confirmation Sacramental Preparation Class, students must be attending the School of Religion
class this year with good attendance. Parents must provide a copy of the student’s Baptismal certificate and the
date of their First Holy Communion.

*Students that are NOT enrolled in the School of Religion class this year, must complete 1 full year of Life Teen with
good attendance before enrolling in Confirmation Preparation*

Life Teen is coming to St. Paul the Apostle!!!!
Students in Grades 6-8 will be enrolled in the Life Teen Edge program.
Students in Grades 9-12 will be enrolled in the High School Life Teen program.

Target Audience: Life Teen is specifically tailored for teens. It aims to help them navigate their faith during a critical
developmental stage.

Goals: The program seeks to create a supportive community where youth can ask
guestions about their faith, experience Jesus in a personal way, and develop a solid
foundation for their spiritual lives.

Activities: The meetings typically include large group teachings, games, and small
group discussions. This structure allows students to engage with the material in a way

that is relevant to their lives and encourages personal sharing.
