Reflection

In the passage of the road to Emmaus, we are presented with a deeply human scene: two disciples
walking away sad, confused, and disappointed, who had placed their hope in Jesus, but the cross seems
to have destroyed everything. That is why they leave, returning to their former life, with broken hearts.
But it is precisely at that moment that Jesus makes Himself present. He comes not with reproaches, but
walking by their side, listening to their pain, entering into their story. This reveals something very
important to us: God does not abandon us when we doubt; on the contrary, He comes even closer to us.

Many times, we too are like those disciples. We walk with worries, frustrations, or unanswered questions.
And like them, we do not recognize that Jesus is already by our side. We think we are alone, but He walks
with us in silence. Finally, in the simple gesture of breaking the bread, they recognize Him. And in that
moment, everything changes: sadness turns into joy, flight into mission, doubt into certainty. They can no
longer remain silent; they return to Jerusalem to announce what they have experienced.

Reflexion

en su historia. Esto nos revela algo muy importante: Dios no nos abandona cuando dudamos;
al contrario, se acerca aun mas a nosotros.

Muchas veces, también nosotros somos como esos discipulos. Caminamos con
preocupaciones, frustraciones, o preguntas sin respuesta. Y como ellos, no reconocemos que
JesUs ya esté a nuestro lado. Pensamos que estamos solos, pero El camina con nosotros en
silencio. Finalmente, en el gesto sencillo de partir el pan, lo reconocen. Y en ese instante, todo
cambia: la tristeza se convierte en alegria, la huida en mision, la duda en certeza. Ya no pueden
quedarse callados; regresan a Jerusalén para anunciar lo que han vivido.
